Is it only being sent to the firms on the City’s short list/on call list for design services, or
is it open to all bridge design firms to submit a proposal?

The RFP is open to all interested firms.

I am interested in the geotechnical engineering needs of the project and am wondering
how it will be addressed for the project — will geotechnical engineering be a sub
consultant to the prime design firm, or does the City plan to procure it separately.

All geotechnical work will be completed as part of the prime agreement. This can be
done by either a sub-consultant or by the prime.

Are you also wanting the ramps to be upgraded to be ADA compliant at the crosswalk
locations, if they are not ADA compliant?

Yes, the City would like to upgrade the ramps to meet current ADA requirements.

We were wondering if we could receive a copy of the record drawing for the existing in-
road crosswalk system in place at this intersection?
