WQCF Digester Improvement Project 
Wastewater’s Phase I of the Digester Improvement Project is moving along well.  Once all the 
phases are completed, this project will provide two new anaerobic digesters and an associated 
control building, a Fats, Oil, and Grease (FOG) receiving station, a food waste receiving station, and 
a CNG fueling station to fuel the Solid Waste garbage truck fleet.  The additional digesters will give 
WQCF much needed capacity to manage the solids produced during the treatment process as well 
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as capacity for food waste collected and processed by Solid Waste’s Food to Fuel program.  The 
Food to Fuel program will collect food waste from commercial vendors, process it through a 
mechanical separator to get rid of non-food items and create a food waste slurry.  This slurry will 
be trucked to WQCF and offloaded at the food waste receiving station where it will be introduced 
into anaerobic digesters.  Once in the anaerobic digesters, the food waste will slowly be broken 
down creating methane as a byproduct.  A portion of this methane is harvested, cleaned and 
compressed to form renewable compressed natural gas (RCNG) which will be used to fuel the very 
trucks collecting the food waste along with the rest of the Solid Waste fleet.  
 
 
 
 
 
         
  
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

Building Safety Week in Review July 10 - 14: 
The Building Safety Division conducted a total of 377 inspections during the week. The division 
issued 97 building permits, which included Residential Addition, Carport, Commercial Coach, 
Residential Demolition, Residential Electrical Service, Fire Alarm, Commercial Fire Sprinkler, 
Foundation Only, Residential HVAC, Commercial Miscellaneous Building, Residential Electrical, 
Residential Plumbing, Miscellaneous Residential, Parking Lot, Patio Cover, Residential Remodel, 
Commercial Reroof, Residential Reroof, Single-Family Detached Dwellings, Residential Solar, 
Residential Stucco/Siding, Swimming Pool/Spa, Commercial Tenant Infill, and Water Heater. A total 
of 63 new project applications were accepted and of those, 22 were issued immediately. A total of 
41 submittals were held for plan check, which included Addendum, CMU Wall, Fire Alarm, 
Residential Electrical, Single-Family Detached Custom Home, Single-Family Detached Production 
Homes, Wall Sign, and Commercial Tenant Infill.

Highlights of Incidents 

 Train vs. Pedestrian – North Airport Way 
Firefighters responded on mutual aid to the report of a train striking a pedestrian near North 
Airport Way and West Louise Avenue Thursday morning.  Upon arrival, firefighters made access 
to the train tracks to locate the victim.  The victim was transported to a local trauma center 
with a firefighter on board. 
  

 Multiple Structure Fires – Nantuckett Circle 
Firefighters were dispatched to the report of a structure 
fire on Nantuckett Circle Monday afternoon.  Within 
minutes of the first alarm additional calls were received 
reporting a second structure fire on Lady Claire Walk in 
the Camellia Gardens neighborhood located directly 
behind the fire on Nantuckett.  Upon arrival, firefighters 
found heavy fire and smoke coming from the attic of a 
single story residential structure with exposures to the 
south and east side of the structure resulting in damage 
to an outbuilding and two other residential structures.  
Multiple agencies responded to the scene to provide 
mutual aid which included Ripon Fire, Lathrop-Manteca Fire, Tracy Fire and Tracy Defense 
Depot Fire.  A full call back of off duty personnel was requested to back fill stations to provide 
coverage for the city.  Once the fire was extinguished crews remained on scene for mop-up and 
overhaul operations.  An investigation of the fire was able to determine the origin of the fire 
but the cause was undetermined. There were no injuries reported.

Robbery Arrest 
July 13,  Subway Employees called and reported they were just robbed 
by a suspect carrying a knife.  The suspect was described as having a 
blue cover-up shirt over his face. He was last seen southbound on 
Union Road on foot.  He was described as a Hispanic male adult 20-
years-old, skinny, wearing a black shirt cut to be a tank top and khaki 
shorts, carrying a backpack.  
 
Within 5 minutes, Officer Eichel located a subject (Eric Ayala) 
matching the suspect description in the 100 block of Vernal 
Street.   The suspect had items in his possession that linked him to the 
robbery at Subway.   The robbery was also captured on store 
surveillance video.  (S) Eric Amavizca Ayala,  18 years old of Manteca, 
was arrested and booked into county jail for robbery. It is also 
believed Ayala may be responsible for other recent robberies in Manteca.    
  
On –View Armed Robbery with Arrests 
On July 13, Officer Jemerigbe was on patrol in the area of Express Food Mart (2115 W. Yosemite 
Ave.) when he observed two male suspects armed with firearms who had the store clerk at 
gunpoint.  Officer Jemerigbe radioed his observations to Dispatch and other Units responded to the 
scene.  Prior to the arrival of other units, Officer Jemerigbe advised the suspects had exited the 
store and were now running westbound on Yosemite Ave.  Both suspects attempted to get into a 
black Chevy pickup, which had pulled over to their location to pick them up.  One suspect was able 
to get into the truck, which then led Officer Jemerigbe and other arriving MPD units on a 
pursuit.  The other suspect who could not get into the truck was captured by Officer Plascencia just 
as the vehicle pursuit was beginning.  This suspect was identified as Emmanuel Dali PAZ (19-year 
old male Modesto resident).  He was found to be armed with a loaded handgun that he dropped 
out of his hand when contacted by Officer Plascencia.  He was taken into custody at the scene 
without incident. 
 
The vehicle pursuit traveled into the City of Lathrop where the male suspect who had been able to 
get into the pickup truck at the scene exited the truck and fled on foot.  This suspect was pursued 
on foot and captured by Officer Jemerigbe.  The firearm he had been armed with was also

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recovered.  He was identified as Omar Nickales-Darius QARQAT (19-year old male Modesto 
resident).  The truck continued to flee the area and was not located as the pursuit was 
terminated.  The investigation continued and the driver of the truck was identified and was later 
arrested near his residence in Turlock, CA.  The suspect vehicle was also located and processed for 
evidence. This suspect was identified as Juan Eduardo Lopez, a 19-year old Turlock resident.   
 
All three suspects were charged with 211 PC – Robbery and 182(A) PC – Conspiracy.  Lopez was also 
charged with 2800.1 VC – Misdemeanor evading.  QARQAT was also charged with 29800(a)(1) PC – 
Felon in possession of firearm, 25850(c)(1) PC – Felon in possession of loaded firearm, 29800(a) PC 
– Armed intent to commit felony, and 30305(a)(1) PC – Felon in possession of ammunition. PAZ was 
also charged with 25850(a) Carry loaded firearm in public, 25800(a) PC – Armed intent to commit 
felony, 23920 PC – Possession of firearm with removed serial number, 148(a) PC – Resisting police.
